To assist in the application process, please turn in 1 copy for each of the organizations you are applying to. This document is to be typed.  All seniors are encouraged to apply.  Applications are due at noon on Friday, February 24th and should be turned in to Mrs. Hancock in the guidance office.  EnvisionEight scholarships should also be sent as an email attachment to scholarship@envisioneight.com. Once your application is turned in the Alumni Association, Boosters Club and EnvisionEight will screen the applications and select candidates for an interview. The CFAA will hold their interviews Saturday, March 17th , while the Boosters will hold them on a date to be determined in the spring.  Boosters interviews all applicants, the Alumni Association and EnvisionEight will notify which applicants they wish to interview.  The evaluation process considers the student’s entire high school career and requires the completion of the application and an interview. Scholarship recipients will be announced at the Spring Honors Banquet and will also be recognized during the Blossom Time Parade by riding on the Boosters /Alumni Float.
